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Dear CGSC members and Goombay Regatta participants,

Sails for Sustenance (SFS) is a Miami-based not-for-profit organization dedicated to recycling sails do-
nated in the U.S. by prowviding them to subsistence fishermen of Haiti. SFS partners with trustworthy,
well-established organizations on the ground in Haiti in each recipient community to ensure equitable
distribution of the sails.

The fishermen build their boats and outfit them with make-shift sails (often scraps of discarded rice and
flour bags pieced together). The donated sails require far less maintenance than those they replace, and
allow fishermen to more easily reach speeds entical to trawling for certain fish species.

SFS was incorporated in Florida in 2007 and has since gained tax-exempt status under Section 501(c)3
of the Internal Revenue Code.

We are thrilled with the opportumty to work with CGSC to collect sails tor our next delivery to Haiti. Not
only are we former members of the University of Miami sailing team (which calls CGSC home) but many
of the first sail donations ever made to SFS came from CGSC members, including Frank Delaurier, Jo-
An Pszenny, Tom Bremen, Dr. Steve Horwitz, and Tony Battagha, among others.

Since the earthquake in January of this year we have stepped aside and referred donors to organizations
delivering food and medicine. Recently our partner organizations have expressed their need to receive
sails once again. We are working toward having a large shipment sent in June.

We will be present at the upeoming Goombay Regatta to collect sail donations. We will oe-
cupy a table on or near the lawn where donors can drop sails. We will collect Saturday May 29 both be-
tore and after the PHRF race, and then again on the morning of Sunday May 30 betore the start of One-
Design racing. We will provide receipts for vour tax-deductible sail donations.

If possible, please remove battens prior to donating your sails and fold them with flakes approximately
40 inches wide.
