Our CGSC youth sailors are doing
very well at all of their regattas and youth parents
have signed up to be regular members in record
numbers. The adult sailing program and Beneteau
fleet are out on the water in greater numbers.
However, due to shorter days, Wednesday night
racing will be discontinued until spring. It's great
to see so many families enjoying the club together
and getting involved.
Events at the club house in November will
include our ongoing speaker and film series
featuring Biscayne National Park’s presentation
on “The Sunken Ships of Biscayne National Park”
November 2nd; the film “ How to let Go of the
World and Love All Things Climate Can’t Change”
Saturday November 5th, on the lawn; and “Red
Dot on the Ocean” Wednesday, November 16th.
Don’t forget our Annual Work Weekend November
12 and 13th!! Vice Commodore, Ryan Alexander
is in charge for the weekend, has a list, and he’s
checking it twice. It's all hands on deck and gives
members a chance to work together off the water
on shared projects whether you are a racer, cruiser,
kayaker, or very active or not so active member of
the club. If you are a new member, it's a great way
to get to know your fellow members. Bring your
tools, work clothes and cooperative spirit. Lunch is
provided as-is frothy liquid refreshment at the end
of both days.
Thankfully, Hurricane Matthew’s devastating
winds and rain spared the club and Miami and
hopefully we have seen the end of Hurricane
season. Thank you to all the members and staff
who worked together to prepare or remove the
boats and helped secure the club. Better to be
prepared and have the storm miss us than be
caught unprepared . Our thoughts are with our
neighbors in the U.S., Bahamas, Cuba and Haiti
who suffered great losses.
Each year we have many visitors to the club from
Biscayne Bay. This year we've had dolphin, mullet,
snappers, nurse sharks, barracudas, manatees
and recently a few unanticipated visitors, the
American crocodile. Our own Crocodile Dundee

visited the club recently from
the Florida Fish and Wildlife
Conservation Commission
and gave us some pointers
on why the crocodiles are
visiting our club and how we
can live in harmony with these
creatures. As the coastline of
Biscayne Bay has developed,
the crocodile’s habitat has been greatly reduced.
The mangroves along Peacock and Myers Park
are attractive shade and the reshwater from the
storm drains are vital for them to thrive. They can’t
live in water that is too salty. Their population has
increased 10 times in recent years and there are
now around 2500 in Florida. The more crocs, the
better hance you will spot one.
People can safely co-exist with crocodiles by
following a few rules. Swim only in posted areas.
Keep small pets on a leash at least ten feet from the
water or mangrove edge. Leave crocodiles alone.
State and federal law prohibits killing, harassing,
feeding or possessing crocodiles. Never feed the
crocodiles and tell others that it is illegal to feed
them and can create a problem for people who
want to use the water for sailing, kayaking and
other water sports and recreation. Going forward
we can no longer allow fishing off the CGSC docks
because bait and discarded fish scraps may attract
crocodiles by providing them an opportunity for a
free meal. Feeding them can cause them to lose
their natural wariness of humans. Always maintain
a safe distance between you and the crocodile.
Hopefully when the rainy season ends and the
water cools, our prehistoric visitors will make their
way to a less populated area but in the meantime
be on the lookout and treat them with the respect
that they deserve.
