Proper seamanship and boat ownership mean 
that you have a few alternatives for evaluations 
(in case that your preferred hiding place is full) 
and have a plan in place if you are out of town 
during the season.  You should also make sure 
that you have proper and functioning equipment 
based on your evaluation plan (i.e. a correct 
number of anchors, lines, shackles and other 
gear).  You should be familiar with the different 
requirements and timelines of the Club which 
apply for tropical storms and hurricanes and 
be prepared to act.  The Club has a significant 
number of assets which require the full attention 
of the staff.  Remember, a failure to plan on your 

part does not constitute an 
emergency for others.  
With that out of the way, the 
summer programs are doing 
great and our junior sailors 
are making us proud on the 
water.  If you are itching to get 
out on the bay, remember, 
there are a number of opportunities.  These 
range from radio controlled sailing on Tuesday 
nights on the north dock, Flying Scot racing 
on Wednesday nights (get their at 5:00 and 
be prepared to have fun), the Coconut Grove 
Racing Clinic on Saturdays and our wide variety 
of US Sailing Certified courses.  We truly have 
something for everyone -you just need to ask.  If 
all else fails, email me and we will get you on a 
boat.
