Our 
local thunderstorms can pack a pretty big punch- 
wind and rain, so be sure to check your boat is not 
letting in rain, has bilge pumps working, has sails 
properly furled or stacked securely (even better if 
you’re not sailing much – remove your sails and 
store them) and has biminis etc in good condition 
and sturdily attached. 
A few years ago a small tornado came off the 
Seminole ramp, turned into a waterspout and 
ripped up sails and biminis on several boats and 
pulled a couple of boats off their bridles (on the 
old moorings)  so it’s worth being cautious while 
on the moorings. 
Speaking of moorings- the inspection and 
maintenance of the moorings is moving along 
well, with very good news- the equipment is in 
pretty good condition- apparently better than 
originally expected.  Missy is doing a great job 

of leading this important effort. 
This should be finished in a few 
weeks.
The building is in good shape 
as are the club boats; launches 
etc. Our dock and land based 
staff are clearly doing an 
exemplary job of maintaining 
and repairing our property. Well done 
everyone.  “All systems are go”!! 
We are starting to put together projects for 
the work weekend later this fall, so if you have 
any suggestions for projects we could do and/
or you can assist with, let us know.

Fall is upon us, and for many of us, with this season 
comes prepping & shopping for back to school. 
Whether or not you have kids, I find this is a fantastic 
time of year to “reset” and prepare for hurricane season.  
While we are lucky to be here in South Florida where 
fall does not give way to the end of the boating season, 
we must rise to the challenge of getting through a 
few hot, sticky, and sometimes edgy months with the 
prospective onslaught of storms. I would like to share 
with you some of my top tips for going into the season. 

First, I recommend that you become familiar with the 
club’s hurricane plan. This can be found at www.cgsc.
org.  Second, decide what you will want to do with your 
boat in the event that all boats need to be removed 
from the club. Will you store your vessel on land or 
water? What location? A last minute plan is a TOO 
LATE plan! There are some great YouTube videos on 
materials and “how to” guides to securing your boat to 
a dock and other locations in the water. According to 
the National Hurricane Center (NHC), about 25% of 
hurricane fatalities result from boaters trying to secure 
vessels in deteriorating storm conditions. Be prepared. 
Next, make your boat an Instagram star, and by that, 

I mean take photos of your boat from many angles 
so you have a good representation of your investment 
pre-hurricane condition (of course, make sure your 
insurance is up to date and familiarize yourself 
with your policy). Finally, make sure CGSC email 
communications are making it to your inbox: when 
a hurricane is imminent, it is of utmost importance 
that special attention is paid to communications from 
the club regarding reducing windage and potentially 
moving boats. 

The CGSC is an amazing club where sailors- new 
and seasoned, look out for one another.  As we go 
into hurricane season, please remember that your 
preparedness and attention to detail will help you and 
your fellow sailors stay safe. Please do not hesitate to 
ask a member of our team (maybe buy them a beer 
first) for their hurricane checklist or list of resources/
advice for the season. Enjoy the fall reset; soon you 
will be the envy of all your friends up north this winter!

ADULT SAILING REPORT
I mentioned in last month’s article about using the 
club’s Beneteau Fleet.  Many of the users have 
taken the Basic Cruising Course and Certification 
but haven’t yet taken the Bareboat Cruising 
Course and Certification.  Consider that 4 day/ 
3 night class that makes you eligible to take the 
Beneteaus out overnight.  As the fall and winter 
months approach, plan an overnight trip down 
the Bay.  Consider anchoring out at Elliot Key or 
if it is a weekday, consider staying at Boca Chita.  

Both of these spots are a short day sail south 
and you’ll be amazed at the sunsets and quiet 
during the night.  Even though both Beneteaus 
are somewhat spartan, they have sleeping 
accommodations and heads.   You’ll need to plan 
to bring your own grill or cooking surface but both 
have ice boxes for keeping things cold at least for 
one night.  Waking up at one of these spots can 
be glorious.  Take a look below to see when you 
could sign up for a Bareboat Cruising Course.
