Welcome to Summer! The longest day of the
year has come and gone, the rains have
started, and it's time to reflect on our past year
as the mighty wheels of CGSC churn out another
Board of Directors and a new Bridge.

| am happy to report that even while Covid had the
world in its grip, we persevered and kept on sailing
as much as the government would allow and here
are some achievements that the club made in the
last 12 months.

In the 2019-2020 season the race committee
held 36 events. Last year there were over
48! A 33% increase thanks in large part to Bill
Quesenberry who is now running the Flying
Scot races on the weekends. Bud Price was
also instrumental in keeping the Wednesday
night racing program afloat and his hard work in
increasing the Scot fleet size is impressive.

There were 22 Flying Scot and dinghy races which
include Andi Hoffman’s new Laser program, the
hard work of Ahcene Iddir, Alex Sellar, and Enrique
Guitart in the Sunfish group, and myself, Fabiano
Vivaqua and Charles Heimler in the Finn fleet.
Everyone’s hard work really shows up on the race
course in numbers and we are really showing our
stuff out on the bay.

There were 4 BBYRA One Design and Keel boat
regattas, 3 Melges 20 regattas, 2 Snipe regattas,
Finn North Americans, 470 North Americans,
420 Nationals, Skiff Championships, Halloween
Howler, the Open Orange Bowl, the Barnacle
Historical Regatta, Miami Sailing Week for both
adults and kids, and the Single/Double handed
regattas. Phew! The RC has been busy!

In the 2019-2020 season the average size of the
Flying Scot fleet was 8.5. Last year it was 13. A
52% increase in participation! There are currently
20 Scots, both private and club owned, on the
Strip right now. Amazing.

The Finn fleet went from
basically zero boats to
7 but now it's dropped
back down as some of
those boats are owned
by snowbirds but still we
have seen growth. The
same can be said of the
Lasers and Sunfish.

The Get off the Ball event

in the early part of this past year saw 54 boats get
off their mooring and go sail. That is something to
be proud of, everyone! Congratulations!

This will be my last post as Rear Commodore of
the Coconut Grove Sailing Club and all | can tell
you is | had a blast working with all of you sailors
last year and | look forward to a more “normal”
year ahead.

CGSC Commodore’s Ships Wheel

The ships wheel came from a steam powered
sidewheeled vessel called “Uncas”. It was a
dual sided paddle wheeled ship built in Mystic,
Connecticut in 1872. She was in ferry service in
New London, Connecticut and later became a
Staten Island ferry. She was scrapped in 1914.
The wheel was donated to the Sailing Club by
Walter van Pelt whose Civil War grandfather
had salvaged it when the ship was broken up in
1914. The name “Uncas” was an Indian name
and was the name found in The Last of the
